Have a board game night where each Member brings 
their favorite game to teach others to play or play a 
video game together virtually. 

Get crafty together by painting pottery, scrapbooking, 
knitting or anything else creative. Don't be afraid to get 
a little messy!

Whether you're eating out, having it delivered or 
whipping something up yourself, host a dinner party to 
get everyone together around great food. 

Get Members together to watch a favorite show each 
week or have a movie marathon. You can rotate 
locations to different Members' residences. Make sure 
someone brings the popcorn!

Select a book to read together and discuss with others 
who enjoy reading for fun. You can combine with a 
potluck where everyone brings a dish to share.

Choose a fun theme based around an 
upcoming holiday (Halloween, 
Valentine's Day, etc.) and have 
everyone come dressed up
Capitalize on opportunities to engage 
Alumni and Members near you
Collaborate with a nearby Chapter on 
a larger event
Mix up the location by having different 
Members host weekly
Invite Members from other campus 
organizations with similar values
Highlight PSP by wearing letters
Post about your events on social 
media with pictures of the fun
Get more bang for your buck by 
planning a Fellowship event with a 
team building component
